I move for Board approval of an Ordinance Reserving 2016 Volume Cap in Connection with Private Activity Bond
Issues and Related Matters

REASON FOR REQUEST / BACKGROUND             

Each calendar year, Illinois communities are granted private activity bonding authority from the State.  The purpose
of this bonding authority is to encourage economic development by enabling developers to finance projects by
issuing tax-exempt bonds.  Niles' 2016 bonding authority is equal to $100 per resident (30,000 estimated
population) and totals $3,000,000.  
The State of Illinois requires that the Village reserve its allocation by approving an ordinance prior to May 1, 2016. 
As of today’s date, no Niles business or developer has expressed an interest in using the Village’s 2016 volume
cap; nevertheless, the Village Board must take action to reserve its allocation so it may be used for our purposes or
sold to another community for a fee later this year. 
The Finance Director and Economic Development Coordinator recommend approval and the Village Attorney has
reviewed the documents.

AN ORDINANCE RESERVING VOLUME CAP IN 

 CONNECTION WITH PRIVATE ACTIVITY  

BOND ISSUES AND RELATED MATTERS 

 

WHEREAS, the Village of Niles, Cook County, Illinois (the “Municipality”), is a 

municipality and a home rule unit of government under Section 6 of Article VII of the 1970 

Constitution of the State of Illinois; and 

 

WHEREAS, Section 146 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), 

provides that the Municipality has volume cap equal to $100.00 per resident of the Municipality in 

each calendar year, which volume cap may be reserved and allocated to certain tax-exempt private 

activity bonds; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Illinois Private Activity Bond Allocation Act, 30 ILCS 345/1 et seq., as (the 

“Act”), provides that a home rule unit of government may transfer its allocation of volume cap to any 

other home rule unit of government, the State of Illinois or any agency thereof or any non-home rule 

unit of government; and 

 

WHEREAS, it is now deemed necessary and desirable by the Municipality to reserve all of 

its volume cap allocation for calendar year 2016 to be applied toward the issuance of private activity 

bonds (the “Bonds”), as provided in this Ordinance, or to be transferred, as permitted by this 

Ordinance; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the President and Board of Trustees of the 

Village of Niles, Cook County, Illinois, as follows: 

 

 SECTION 1:  That, pursuant to Section 146 of the Code and the Act, the entire volume cap 

of the Municipality for calendar year 2016 is hereby reserved by the Municipality, which shall issue 

the Bonds using such volume cap, or shall use or transfer such volume cap, without any further action 

required on the part of the Municipality, and the adoption of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be an 

allocation of such volume cap to the issuance of the Bonds or such other bonds; provided, that any 

such transfer shall be evidenced by a written instrument executed by the Mayor or any other proper 

officer or employee of the Municipality. 

 

 SECTION 2:  That the Municipality shall maintain a written record of this Ordinance in its 

records during the term that the Bonds or any other such bonds to which such volume cap is allocated 

remain outstanding.

 SECTION 3: That the President, the Village Clerk and all other proper officers, officials, 

agents and employees of the Municipality are hereby authorized, empowered and directed to do all 

such acts and things and to execute all such documents and certificates as may be necessary to further 

the purposes and intent of this Ordinance. 

 

 SECTION 4:  That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be separable, and 

if any section, phrase or provision of this Ordinance shall for any reason be declared to be invalid, 

such declaration shall not affect the remainder of the sections, phrases and provisions of this 

Ordinance. 

 

 SECTION 5: That all ordinances, resolutions or orders, or parts thereof, in conflict herewith 

are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby superseded; and that this Ordinance shall be in full force 

and effect upon its adoption and approval.

RECOMMENDATION: Approve Ordinance 

 
 

Background: Private Activity Bonds (PAB) are tax-exempt bonds that can be issued for 
specific purposes, as determined by federal tax law. PABs are not a direct source of funding; rather 
they are a tax-exempt financing mechanism.   
 
As a home rule community, the Village of Niles has a volume cap (amount of bonds it may issue 
annually) equal to $100.00 per resident for year 2016. Due to significant up-front issuance costs, 
PABs less than $2 million generally are not cost effective.  Because of this, municipalities sometimes 
cede their volume cap to other towns or the State of Illinois, who combine their resources and 
approve larger bond issues. 
 
Companies interested in this financing mechanism work with their banker to determine the company’s 
credit worthiness, structure terms, and set collateral requirements. 
 
The main Village responsibilities include review of bond documents and preparation and passage of 
enabling legislation.  While the Village lends its private activity bonding authority or volume cap to 
issue the bonds, the Village has no financial liability or responsibility for repayment of the bonds.  The 
borrower pays any costs incurred by the Village to provide these services.  The end result is local 
companies are able to obtain low cost financing to expand their facility, create job opportunities, and 
remain competitive into the future. 
 
Even though they are municipal bonds, PABs are not general obligations of the municipality. The 
municipality is not responsible for debt service, nor is it liable in the case of default. Instead, the 
person or business for whom the bonds are sold is responsible for paying the principal and interest on 
the bonds.

As of today’s date, no Niles business or developer has expressed 
an interest in using the Village’s 2016 volume cap; nevertheless, the Village Board must take action 
to reserve its allocation so it may be used for our purposes or sold to another community for a fee 
later this year.  The Finance Director and Economic Development Coordinator recommend approval 
and the Village Attorney has reviewed the documents.

2016 State Ceiling – Background and Calculation 

 

Section 146 of the Code limits the amount of qualified private activity bond debt that may be issued in a state 

during a calendar year (“the State Ceiling”). Section 146(d) of the Code was amended by H.R. 5662, the 

“Community Renewal Tax Relief Act of 2000 (the “CRTF Act”),” to specify that beginning in calendar year 

2002 the limit shall be the greater of $75 multiplied by a state’s population or $225 million. The CRTF Act 

further specifies that beginning in calendar year 2003 the volume limit may be adjusted annually for inflation.  

Pursuant to Revenue Procedure 2008-66 published by the Internal Revenue Service, the volume limit on 

qualified private activity bonds adjusted for inflation for calendar year 2016 is $100 multiplied by the state’s 

population. 

 

Section 146(j) of the Code further requires that the calculation of the State Ceiling be based on the most recent 

resident population estimate released by the U. S. Bureau of the Census before the beginning of the calendar 

year. On December 30, 2015, the Population Division of the U.S. Census Bureau issued “Table 1: Annual 

Estimates of the Population for the United States, Regions, States, and Puerto Rico: April 1, 2000 to July 1, 

2015 (NST-EST2015-01)” which reports Illinois’s estimated population as 12,859,995.

SUBJECT:  Change in  residency definition for teen center membership  

 

Due to a change in the membership software and to be in better alignment with the Senior Center/ Fitness Center, 
it has become necessary to make a more clear distinction in residency for teen center membership. 
 
Currently– Members are considered residents, if they live in Niles or attend a school located in Niles, paying $20 
per year. Those who are non-residents and attend a non-Niles School pay $35 per year.  This means that a teen 
that attends Emerson Middle School in Niles but lives in Park Ridge pays the resident rate and that a kid who  
attends Gemini Jr. High in Niles but lives in Des Plaines pays the resident rate.  When those kids, move to Maine 
East High School, they then pay the non-resident rate.  A teen that lives in Niles always pays the resident rate of 
$20, regardless of where they go to school.  This policy can be confusing for parents and staff when determining 
proper payment. 

New Policy- The new policy will be that any teenager that is a resident of Niles pays the resident rate of $20 per 
year.  Any teenager that is not a Niles resident pays the non-resident rate of $35 per year. This completely  
eliminates any consideration of where a student goes to school, clears up any confusion and makes registration in 
MaxGalaxy more simple for in-person or online registration. 
 
With current attendance, staff estimates an increase of $500-$1000 in membership fees for FY17 
 
Implementation of this policy will begin on April 1, 2016 to coincide with the “go live” date of the MaxGalaxy 
software.

 The annual Blue Cross Blue Shield renewal is presented for approval.  
 

The Village is self-funded and our claim experience over the past several years 

has been stable.  The market trend is anticipating an increase of 7.5% for medical 

expenses and 8.5% for prescription costs.  For Fiscal Year 2017, the budgeted amount 

for health and dental care costs is approximately $4 Million for the PPO and HMO Plans.   

Hub International, the Village of Niles health insurance brokers, negotiated the 

renewal of our health plan with Blue Cross Blue Shield of IL to keep fixed costs 

(administration fees) as low as possible.  The Village offers two health plans, PPO & 

HMO, dental plan and prescriptions with Express Scripts.  The total estimated fixed 

costs for the upcoming year are $255,065.  The actual fixed costs will depend on 

claim experience during the year.  The following identifies the estimated fixed costs: 

• Medical Administration monthly fees are $59.02 per employee on the PPO Plan, 
projected cost approximately $128,899.   

• Medical Stop Loss premium at $250,000 limit are $45.70 per employee 
per month on the PPO Plan, projected cost approximately $99,808.   

• Affordable Care Act annual fees for PCORI and Transitional Reinsurance Fees on 
the PPO Plan are projected cost approximately $13,000.   

• Dental Administration fees are $5.06 per employee on the dental plan, projected 
cost approximately $13,358.

SPECIFICATIONS 

 
FY 2017 TREE PRUNING PROGRAM 

 
 
 
1. INTENT 

 

It is the intention of these specifications to describe a Municipal Tree Pruning Program and to permit 

qualified bidders to quote on providing this service between June 1, 2016 and December 31, 2016, in 

accordance with these specifications. The Village considers this to be a maintenance project and not 

work performed in conjunction with new capital construction, therefore not subject to prevailing 

wage requirements. 

 
 
2. SCOPE OF PROJECT 

 

This contract is for area‐wide block pruning of parkway trees throughout the Village of Niles. The 

subject area to be pruned is shown in Attachment 1. 

 
 
3. DEFINITIONS 

 

“Vendor” or “Contractor” as used herein, means a provider of goods and services, or both, who is 

responding to a request for proposal. 

 

“Village” shall mean the Village of Niles. 

 

“dbh” shall mean Diameter at Breast Height 

 
 
4. DEVIATIONS AND EXCEPTIONS: 

 

Deviations and exceptions from terms, conditions, or specifications shall be described fully, on the 

vendor’s letterhead, signed and attached to the proposal. In the absence of such statement, the 

proposal shall be accepted as in strict compliance with all terms, conditions and specifications and 

the vendor shall be held liable. Such deviations and exceptions however, may result (solely at the 

Village’s discretion) in rejection of the proposal as being non‐responsive.  
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5. NOTICE TO PROCEED ‐‐‐‐ SCHEDULE 
 

The vendor shall not commence work under this agreement until notice to proceed in the form of an 

approved purchase order has been provided by the Village. 

 

 
6. TREE PRUNING SPECIFICATIONS 
 

PARKWAY TREE PRUNING 
 

In order to satisfy the following provisions, the CONTRACTOR shall perform pruning operations 

through the act of tree climbing in conjunction with aerial equipment, as needed. Additionally, all 

pruning shall be in accordance with most current American National Standards Institute standards, 

ANSI A300 (2008) and all its supplements. 

 
 

A. CLEANING 

 Cleaning shall be conducted and completed before beginning clearance and structural pruning. 

 Remove all dead, dying, diseased, interfering, objectionable, and weak branches, located in the 

canopy, that are one (1) inch in diameter or greater. 

 Never remove the swollen expanding branch collar growing around the base of dead, dying 

branches. 

 Any broken, cracked or smashed branches located in the canopy shall be removed or shortened 

to either a lateral branch that is at least 1/3 the diameter of branch removed or back to the main 

trunk. 

 Suckers and water sprouts located within the canopy of a parkway tree shall not be entirely 

removed. Instead, one third (1/3) of the sprouts shall be removed, another third (1/3) shall be 

reduced and the final third (1/3) shall remain. 

 At the base of each parkway tree, any dead, dying, diseased, broken branches and watersprouts 

shall be removed. 

 

 

B. CLEARANCE 

 Remove branches to obtain an eventual clearance of fourteen (14) feet on the street side of the 

tree and eight (8) feet on the sidewalk or pedestrian side of the tree. 

 

 Remove branches to obtain an eventual clearance of ten (10) feet over buildings, houses and 

garages. 

 

 In order to achieve proper clearance, encroaching lower branches shall be subordinated to a 

lateral branch that is at least 1/3 the diameter of branch removed or pruned back to the main 

trunk. 
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 Because of weight loads from summer foliage, dormant branches may need to be cleared an 

additional foot or two above fourteen (14), eight (8) and ten (10) feet respectively in order to 

achieve necessary clearances. 

 

 Lower branches that meet proper clearance heights and have diameters greater than 1/3 of the 

trunk’s diameter shall not be ignored and instead be reduced in order to slow down growth and 

reduce competition with the leader. Use reduction cuts and shorten branches to laterals that are 

at least 1/3 the diameter of the cut branches. 

 

 All pruning cuts shall be made with respect to the integrity of each parkway tree. 

 

 Pruning shall be conducted in a manner that maintains the crown shape and symmetry typical of 

the species being pruned. 

 

 

C. STRUCTURAL 

 

 The pruning and thinning of branches shall result in an even distribution of secondary and 

tertiary branches along each corresponding primary branch and not the grouping of branches 

(lion’s tailing) at the tip of a primary branch. 

 

 Without leaving large gaps in the canopy, remove all interfering branches, crossing or rubbing 

branches and any close parallel branches that are competing for similar space within the canopy. 

 

 Thinning of the canopy shall not involve the removal of more than 25% of the live foliage at one 

time for young and medium aged trees. 

 

 Pruning shall be conducted in a manner that promotes and maintains a strong central leader 

through the reduction or removal of competing leaders. 

 

 In cases of structurally weak “V” branch unions, located in trees with a dbh greater than 12 

inches, the contractor shall contact the Village to determine mode of action. Species, age, size 

and condition can affect choice of action. 

 

 Actions may include: removal of one branch back to the base of included bark, reduction cut on 

less vigorous branch or the subordination of one branch to a lateral branch. 
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 Remove one branch of all structurally weak “V” branch unions occurring along the main trunk or 

developing within the tree crown on all trees up to 12 inches dbh. Special attention shall be given 

to the effects that removal of such branches will have on the ultimate form of the tree. 

 

 Crown restoration measures shall be used when pruning a parkway tree that has been severely 

topped, vandalized or damaged from storms in order to increase tree structure, form and 

appearance. 

 

 

D. MATURE TREES 

 

 Thinning of the canopy shall not involve the removal of more than 15% of the live foliage at one 

time for mature trees, except pruning that reduces the severity of structural defects. 

 

 Remove all dead, dying and diseased branches that are one (1) inch in diameter or greater. 

 

 Majority of pruning cuts shall occur on tertiary and quaternary branches. 

 

 No interior live and healthy branches greater than four (4) inches diameter shall be removed. 

 

 Live and healthy branches that are a 1/3 the diameter of the trunk and greater shall not be 

removed without approval from the Village. 

 

 

E. PRUNING CUTS AND TOOLS 

 

 Each pruning cut shall be made carefully, at the proper location, leaving a smooth surface with 

no jagged edges or torn bark. 

 

 All final pruning cuts shall be made just to the outside of the “branch collar”; sufficiently close to 

the trunk or parent limb, without cutting into the branch collar, trunk or leaving a protruding 

stub. This will result in the slow movement of decay, preservation of the branch protection zone 

and a branch wound that can successfully begin normal callus and wound wood formation. 

 

 When the branch collar is absent, the pruning cut shall be made along a line which bisects the 

angle between the branch bark ridge and an imaginary line perpendicular to the leader or the 

branch being removed. 
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 The face of the branch collar pruning cut or wound area shall be circular in form and not oval. 

 

 “Flush” pruning cuts to the main stem or behind the branch collar are PROHIBITED. Pruning cuts 

shall be conducted in a manner that results in even wound sides and not “dog ear” ridges on one 

side or another. Clean pruning cuts shall be made at all times without leaving any stubs. 

 

 All limbs to be removed shall be cut in such a manner so as to prevent any ripping or tearing of 

the branch or trunk wood, located on the parent or remaining stem. 

 

 All removed branches that are four (4) inches in diameter or greater shall be cut using the three‐

cut pruning method. 

 

 All cut limbs shall be brought to the ground in such a manner as to prevent any damage to real or 

personal property, regardless if it is publicly or privately owned. 

 

 Proper tools for pruning shall be used for each cut. Chainsaws shall not be used to remove live 

branches that are less than two (2) inches in diameter. Acceptable pruning equipment includes: 

hand pruners, loppers, hand saws, pole saws and chainsaws. 

 

 No person working in a parkway tree shall use spikes or any other footwear which will, in the 

opinion of the Village, will injure the tree. 

 

 

F. REMOVAL OF DEBRIS 

 

The contractor is responsible for collection and disposal of all wood, brush and debris generated 

as part of the tree pruning project. Work sites shall be thoroughly raked and all debris removed 

immediately at the completion of pruning operations. The site shall be returned to the same 

state it existed in prior to the commencement of work. 

 

NO DEBRIS MAY BE ALLOWED TO REMAIN ON THE PARKWAY MORE THAN 24 HOURS OR OVER A 

WEEKEND WITHOUT THE PRIOR WRITTEN CONSENT OF THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC SERVICES. 

 

 

G. EMERALD ASH BORER COMPLIANCE AGREEMENT 

 

Any ash tree debris disposal must adhere to all regulations set forth by the Illinois Department of 

Agriculture (IDOA) and under the Emerald Ash Borer Compliance Agreement applicable to State 

or Federal Cooperative Domestic Quarantines for the Emerald Ash Borer (Agrilus planipennis) 

pursuant to the Insect Pest and Plant Disease Act (505 Illinois Compiled Statutes 90/1 et seq.).  
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The contractor shall furnish a copy of a signed IDOA EAB Compliance Agreement to the Village 

following all provisions pertaining to the proper disposal of ash debris and movement of IDOA 

defined regulated articles within quarantine zones. The contractor shall abide by any 

modifications to IDOA EAB regulations, including the Compliance Agreement and quarantine 

zones. 

 

All EAB infested ash wood and debris shall be removed from the Village and shall become the 

contractor’s responsibility to ensure destruction of the infested wood in accordance with the 

State statutes and local ordinances. Each ash tree shall be considered infested and disposed of 

accordingly. Under no circumstances shall logs from ash trees be left for homeowners. 

 

 

H. TREES TO BE PRUNED 

 

The contractor shall receive a map of the area where trees are to be trimmed from the Niles 

Forestry and Lights Manager. A list of the trees in the area will be provided based on a tree 

inventory performed in 2012.  The inventory has been updated to the best of the Village’s 

abilities in regards to trees that have been removed and planted since 2012.  Most of the 

diameters of the trees have not been updated since the inventory was performed. 

 

All tree pruning will be completed on Village parkways or Village owned properties at various 

addresses.  Trees in need of removal shall be noted by the contractor and provided on a list to 

the Village Forester.  These trees shall only be pruned to remove an immediate hazard, such as a 

cracked or hanging limb and billed accordingly as a safety trim.  All Ash trees shall be considered 

trees in need of removal and only be provided a safety trim as needed. 

 

 

I. DAMAGE TO PRIVATE OR PUBLIC PROPERTY 

 

Care shall also be taken to prevent damage to other trees, shrubs or lawns during pruning 

operations. The contractor shall protect sidewalks, curbs, streets, manhole covers and meter pits 

from the impact of falling wood when needed. 

 

The contractor is responsible for any damage to private or public property and shall make all 

necessary repairs immediately. Due to the nature of the work, and the likelihood that claims of 

damage may arise, the contractor is also responsible for documenting conditions of the work 

site, including public and private property, prior to commencing work. The contractor shall notify 

the Forestry Manager or their representative of any damage that exists prior to commencing 

work. 

 

If, in the opinion of the Director of Public Services, repairs are not made in a timely or 

satisfactory manner, the Village reserves the right to make any necessary repairs and deduct the 

costs from any payment due to the contractor. 
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In addition, the Village reserves the right to repair or replace any pavement or sidewalk damage 

caused by the contractor and deduct these costs from any payment due the contractor. 

 

 

J. PROTECTION OF OVERHEAD UTILITIES 

 

Tree pruning operations may have to be conducted in areas where overhead electric, telephone 

and cable television facilities exist. The contractor shall protect all utilities from damage and 

follow all safety precautions and procedures required when working near such lines. The 

contractor shall immediately contact the appropriate utility if damage should occur, and shall be 

responsible for all claims for damage due to the contractor’s operation.  

 

When necessary the contractor shall make arrangements with the utility for removal of all 

necessary limbs and branches which may conflict with or create a hazard in conducting tree 

pruning. If the contractor has properly contacted the utility in sufficient time to arrange for the 

required work by the utility and the utility fails to respond within two hours, the contractor 

should notify the Village of this fact. 

 

 

K. TREE DISEASE/INFESTATION 

 

The contractor shall notify the Niles Forestry and Lights Manager or their representative of any 

evidence of Gypsy Moth, Emerald Ash Borer and or Dutch Elm Disease during tree pruning or 

debris removal.   

 

 

L. ADVANCE NOTIFICATION TO RESIDENTS 

 

The contractor, at its sole cost and expense, shall develop, print and distribute to all affected 

residents, a standardized brochure, letter or postcard (pre‐approved by the Village) providing 

advance notification of parkway tree pruning activity. Residents shall be notified no later than 72 

hours prior to commencement of pruning operations. 

 

 

M. MEASUREMENT OF PARKWAY TREES 

 

The diameter of trees shall be measured with a standard D‐tape at a point 4 ½ feet above the 

average ground level at the base of the tree. In cases of multi‐stemmed trees whose crotch is 4 ½ 

feet from the ground or lower, measurement shall be taken one (1) foot below the crotch. If a 

tree becomes multi‐stemmed below one foot, the sum of the diameters of the stems measured 

at 4 ½ feet above the average ground level at the base of the tree shall be the considered 

diameter of the tree. If there is soil between the stems, they shall be considered separate trees. 

Final diameter measurements shall be reported to the nearest inch with rounding up to occur at 
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increments ½ inch and greater (i.e. 12.50 –12.99 = 13.0” dbh) and rounding down to occur at 

increments lower than ½ inch (i.e. 12.01 – 12.149” = 12.0” dbh). 
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7. EMERGENCY/DISASTER SERVICES 

 

During emergencies or disaster situations, parkway trees may require immediate removal or pruning 

to ensure public safety (i.e. tornados, wind storms, severe thunder storms, lightning strikes, etc.). If 

such conditions exist, the Village Forester will notify the contractor that emergency measures are 

being implemented. Upon notice, the contractor will provide crews within two hours to the site. 

When requesting emergency/disaster services, the contractor shall provide at a minimum, a three 

person crew with one chipper truck, chipper and one aerial truck. In addition, the contractor may be 

called upon to provide a log grapple loader if deemed necessary by the Village Forester. 

 

The emergency services shall be provided at an hourly rate per employee and include all labor, 

equipment and materials needed to perform the work to the satisfaction of the Village Forester.  A 

separate emergency rate for normal working hours and off‐hours emergency work shall be provided. 

Prices are non‐negotiable.   Normal working hours occur between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 

p.m. Monday through Friday.  Payment for such emergency service outside normal working hours 

will be in accordance with the off‐hours emergency rate on the bid form. Payment will be made for 

all hours worked at the site.  Hours spent traveling to and from the Contractor’s location to the 

Village shall not be considered billable.   Invoicing shall only include hours spent at the work site and 

no “portal to portal” pay shall be considered. 

 

 

8. COMMUNICATION/POINT OF CONTACT 

 

The contractor shall meet with the Niles Village Forester or their representative to review the terms, 

conditions, areas to be trimmed, and any other pertinent information prior to beginning work on the 

contract. Subsequently, the contractor shall notify the Village Forester or their representative of 

proposed areas to be trimmed the day prior the planned work day. Following completion of the 

pruning list, the contractor shall submit a report stating the date of pruning of each tree on the list. 

 

 

9. CONTRACT PERIOD 

 

The contractor shall commence work on or after June 1, 2016. All work must be completed no later 

than December 31, 2016. The Village shall have the right to retain $500.00 per calendar day as 

liquidated damages on the uncompleted portion of the contract after November 30, 2016. If after 

seven calendar days of liquidated damage assessment the vendor has still failed to complete the 

contract work as required, the Village reserves the right to take action to remedy the failure of 

vendor performance without prior notification of such failure. This may include termination of the 

order and purchase of services from other sources, or to take action consistent with public safety as 

needed to continue business. Any or all additional costs may be collected from the original vendor, in 

addition to any liquidated damages.  
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The additional cost shall not be treated as a penalty, but as Liquidated damages to the Village by 

reason of interference with business, added cost, and administrative and expenses. The Village 

reserves the right to waive any expenses incurred by failure of the vendor to complete services as 

required by the contract.  

 

Additionally, the vendor may be deemed ineligible to receive awards on any future bids/contracts 

until reimbursement has been completed for liquidated damages or other cost incurred by the 

Village due to vendor non‐performance.  

 

The Village of Niles reserves the right to extend this contract annually for a period of up to three 

additional years from the date of the original contract provided the contractor has provided 

satisfactory performance and agrees to maintain the original bid price. 

 

 

10. PERSONNEL AND EQUIPMENT 

 

The contractor shall supply all material, equipment and personnel necessary to complete the work 

specified. Under no circumstances shall any motorized equipment be permitted to be driven on the 

parkways, driveways or public walks.  

 

The contractor shall provide qualified supervision of each crew at all times while working under the 

terms of this contract. Each supervisor shall be fluent in English and have the authorization by the 

contractor to accept and act upon all directives issued by the Village Forester or their representative. 

 

At least one individual must be on the job site that has passed and received “Arborist Certification” 

from the International Society of Arboriculture prior to the award of this contract. Their name(s) and 

certification numbers must be included in the bid document to be considered for this project. 

 

 

11. CONTRACTOR SAFETY RESPONSIBILITY 

 

Nothing in this contract or the contracts is intended or shall be construed, unless otherwise expressly 

stated, to reduce the responsibility of the contractor, a subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly 

employed by them or anyone for whose acts they may be liable, from full and complete supervision 

and achievement of work place safety. Any inspection of the work conducted by the Public Services 

Department, including officers and employees, whether notice of the results thereof is provided to 

anyone or not provided to anyone, shall neither establish any duty on their parts nor create any 

expectation of a duty to anyone, including but not limited to their parties, regarding work place 

safety.  

 

In order to ensure this and other duties of the Contractor, certain indemnification and insurance is 

required by the contract. Additionally, the contractor guarantees to the Public Services Department 

a safe work place shall be provided for all employees of the contractor and each of its 

subcontractors. There shall be no violation by the contractor, a subcontractor, anyone directly or 
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indirectly employed by them, or anyone for whose acts they may be liable of the applicable 

standards of the Occupational Safety and Health Act, any other work place safety act of the State of 

Illinois or other work place safety requirement. The contractor agrees to require this work place 

safety guarantee of all subcontractors, and expressly require the Village of Niles to be a third party 

beneficiary of each guarantee. 

 

 

12.  BARRICADES, WARNING SIGNS AND LIGHTS 

 

Proper warning signs, barricades and/or other protective devices must be provided by the contractor 

in accordance with the most recent version of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices. Such 

devices shall be maintained by the contractor. 

 

 

13. COMPENSATION 

 

The vendor shall prepare and submit invoices accompanied by such documentation as may be 

required by the Village. Invoices for services rendered shall itemize each tree location, date trimmed 

and diameter. This shall be provided in written as well as digital format, such as Microsoft Excel.  

 

Payments 

are conditioned upon the satisfactory performance of all work. In the event the Village determines 

the vendor to be in nonconformance with the terms of this proposal, or if in the Village’s judgment 

the vendor’s work is not satisfactory, the Village may take corrective action, including, but not 

limited to, the following: 

 

 Delay of payment 

 Adjustment of payment 

 Suspension or termination of this project 

 

The vendor agrees to meet with representatives of the Village, at no cost to the Village, to discuss 

billing issues as the Village deems necessary. Payments to the vendor will be made on a periodic 

basis in accordance with the work actually completed. 

 

 

14. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

changed, the Village may terminate this project by giving ten (10) days written notice thereof to 

the vendor. 

 

 Termination for Non‐availability of Funds – In the event the Village shall not have funds available 

for this project, the Village may terminate this project by giving ten (10) days written notice 

thereof to the vendor.  

 

In the event this project is terminated as herein provided, the Village shall make full payment to the 

vendor for all services performed up to and including the date of termination.

Portions of this work may be subcontracted, provided that: 

 

The vendor must request, and the Village may approve, to authorize, such subcontract or 

subconsultant in writing. 

 

All of the terms, covenants, conditions and provisions of this project shall have been 

incorporated in such subcontract(s) and the subconsultant(s) and subcontractor(s) shall have 

agreed in writing to assume, perform and be bound by this project and all the terms, covenants, 

conditions and provisions hereof. 
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The Village shall not be liable for payment of any wages, materials, or other expenses of any 

subconsultants or subcontractors.

FY 2016 TREE REMOVAL PROGRAM 
 

 

1. INTENT  

 

It is the intention of these specifications to describe a Parkway Tree Removal Program 

involving the removal of Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) infested trees and other irreparably 

damaged trees, removal and disposal of wood and debris, stump grinding, and to permit 

qualified bidders to quote on providing these services in accordance with these 

specifications.  This project is not subject to prevailing wage requirements per the 

Illinois Department of Labor.   

 

 

2. SCOPE OF PROJECT 

 

The contractor is responsible for being familiar with all conditions, instructions, and 

documents governing this contract.  Failure to make such preparations shall not excuse 

the contractor from performance of the duties and obligations imposed under the terms 

of this contract.  Once the award has been made, failure to have read all the conditions, 

instructions and specifications of this contract shall not be cause to alter the original 

contract or to request additional compensation.   

 

 

3. DEFINITIONS 

 

“Vendor” or “Contractor” as used herein, means a provider of goods and services, or 

both, who is responding to a request for proposal. 

 

 “Village” shall mean the Village of Niles. 

 

“dbh” shall mean Diameter at Breast Height 

 

 

4. DEVIATIONS AND EXCEPTIONS:  

 

Deviations and exceptions from terms, conditions, or specifications shall be described 

fully, on the vendor’s letterhead, signed and attached to the proposal.  In the absence of 

such statement, the proposal shall be accepted as in strict compliance with all terms, 

conditions and specifications and the vendor shall be held liable. Such deviations and 

exceptions however, may result (solely at the Village’s discretion) in rejection of the 

proposal as being non-responsive. 



 

5. NOTICE TO PROCEED - SCHEDULE 

 

The vendor shall not commence work under this agreement until notice to proceed in 

the form of an approved purchase order has been provided by the Village. 

 

 

6. TREE REMOVAL – GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS 

 

 

PRICING DESCRIPTION 

 

Contract prices include all applicable charges that shall be incurred during the specified 

period of the contract.  Prices are all inclusive and there shall be no additional charges 

during the term of the contract.  Pricing is based on a per-unit basis for tree removal, 

disposal, and stump grinding as specified in the detailed specifications.  The contractor 

must indicate pricing for the removal of parkway trees on the pricing sheet, which is 

based upon a tree inventory conducted in the spring and summer of 2012.  The 

diameter of trees to be removed was also based upon the same tree inventory.  

 

 

COMPLETION SCHEDULE – MINIMUM TIME LIMITS  

  

The contractor agrees to complete the removal of the trees on the provided list and 

have all stumps and debris removed prior to October 31, 2015.  

 

Trees may be removed earlier than the above date.  Failure to meet the above time 

requirement is cause for termination of the agreement. 

 

DAMAGE TO PRIVATE OR PUBLIC PROPERTY 

 

Care shall also be taken to prevent damage to other trees, shrubs or lawns during 

removal operations.  The contractor shall protect sidewalks, curbs, streets, manhole 

covers and meter pits from the impact of falling wood when needed.  The contractor is 

responsible for any damage to private or public property and shall make all necessary 

repairs immediately.  Due to the nature of the work, and the likelihood that claims of 

damage may arise, the contractor is also responsible for documenting conditions of the 

work site, including public and private property, prior to commencing work.  The 

contractor shall notify the Village Forester or their representative of any damage that 

exists prior to commencing work.   

 

If, in the opinion of the Director of Public Services, repairs are not made in a timely or 

satisfactory manner, the Village reserves the right to make any necessary repairs and 

deduct the costs from any payment due to the contractor.  In addition, the Village 



reserves the right to repair or replace any pavement or sidewalk damage caused by the 

contractor and deduct these costs from any payment due the contractor. 

 

PROTECTION OF OVERHEAD UTILITIES 

 

Tree removal operations may have to be conducted in areas where overhead electric, 

telephone and cable television facilities exist.  The contractor shall protect all utilities 

from damage and follow all safety precautions and procedures required when working 

near such lines.  The contractor shall immediately contact the appropriate utility if 

damage should occur, and shall be responsible for all claims for damage due to the 

contractor’s operation.   

 

 

7. PARKWAY TREE REMOVAL – DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS 

 

This contract for Parkway Tree Removal is based on the actual tree diameter as 

determined by a tree inventory completed in the spring and summer 2012, and includes 

costs for the following three categories of work: 

 

• Removal of parkway trees. 

• Stump Grinding. 

• Removal and disposal of woodchips and other waste material generated 

from the removal of trees. 

            

             EMERALD ASH BORER COMPLIANCE AGREEMENT 

 

Any ash tree debris disposal must adhere to all regulations set forth by the Illinois 

Department of Agriculture (IDOA) and under the Emerald Ash Borer Compliance 

Agreement applicable to State or Federal Cooperative Domestic Quarantines for the 

Emerald Ash Borer (Agrilus planipennis) pursuant to the Insect Pest and Plant Disease 

Act (505 Illinois Compiled Statutes 90/1 et seq.). 

 

The contractor shall furnish a copy of a signed IDOA EAB Compliance Agreement to the 

Village following all provisions pertaining to the proper disposal of ash debris and 

movement of IDOA defined regulated articles within quarantine zones.  The contractor 

shall abide by any modifications to IDOA EAB regulations, including the Compliance 

Agreement and quarantine zones.   

 

 

COMMUNICATION/POINT OF CONTACT 

 

The contractor shall meet with the Niles Village Forester or their representative to 

review the terms, conditions, trees to be removed, and any other pertinent information 

prior to beginning work on the contract.   



 

Following completion of the tree removal list, the contractor shall submit a report 

stating the date of removal of each tree on the list.   

 

 

PERSONNEL AND EQUIPMENT 

 

The contractor shall supply all material, equipment and personnel necessary to 

complete the work specified.  Under no circumstances shall any motorized equipment 

be permitted to be driven on driveways or public walks. 

 

The contractor shall provide qualified supervision of each crew at all times while 

working under the terms of this contract, and the name and phone number of the 

supervisor for this contract must be supplied to the Village.  Each supervisor shall be 

fluent in English and have the authorization by the contractor to accept and act upon all 

directives issued by the Niles Village Forester or their representative.  They shall be a 

person in the employ of the contractor and be part of the daily crew who is familiar 

with, and regularly updated on, all the activities pertaining to work performed under 

this contract. 

 

At least one individual must be on the job site that has passed and received the 

“Certified Arborist” or “Certified Tree Worker” designation from the International 

Society of Arboriculture prior to the award of this contract.  Their name(s) and 

certification numbers must be included in the bid document to be considered for this 

project. 

 

 

QUANTITIES 

 

The actual number of trees to be removed will be determined by budgetary constraints.  

The actual number of trees to be removed may increase or decrease and quantities on 

the attached list shall be construed as estimates for the purpose of obtaining unit prices.  

Accordingly, the Village does not guarantee that, nor does the contractor have a right to 

demand that, the work under this contract will in fact include the estimates provided 

herein. 

 

Trees to be removed will be those designated by the Village on a removal list provided 

to the contractor and will be removed in the sequence indicated by the Village. 

 

INVOICING 

 

The vendor shall prepare and submit invoices for each Parkway Tree Removal List.  The 

invoice shall include the work performed for the corresponding list and must be 

supported with copies of all work site locations specific to the list.  The contractor shall 



not submit invoices prior to completion of the work, and the Village will not authorize 

payment for incomplete work.   

 

Payments will be made to the vendor within 30 days of Village approval of each invoice.  

Payments are conditioned upon the satisfactory performance of all work.  In the event 

the Village determines the vendor to be in nonconformance with the terms of this 

proposal, or if in the Village’s judgment the vendor’s work is not satisfactory, the Village 

may take corrective action, including, but not limited to, the following: 

 

• Delay of payment 

• Adjustment of payment 

• Suspension or termination of this project 

 

The vendor agrees to meet with representatives of the Village, at no cost to the Village, 

to discuss billing issues as the Village deems necessary. 

 

CONTRACTOR SAFETY RESPONSIBILITY 

 

Nothing in this contract or the contracts is intended or shall be construed, unless 

otherwise expressly stated, to reduce the responsibility of the contractor, a 

subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts 

they may be liable, from full and complete supervision and achievement of work place 

safety.  Any inspection of the work conducted by the Public Services Department, 

including officers and employees, whether notice of the results thereof is provided to 

anyone or not provided to anyone, shall neither establish any duty on their parts nor 

create any expectation of a duty to anyone, including but not limited to their parties, 

regarding work place safety.

Proper signs, barricades and/or other protective devices must be provided by the 

contractor in accordance with the most recent version of the Manual of Uniform Traffic 

Control Devices.  Such devices shall be maintained by the contractor. 

 

The contractor shall also examine the area surrounding the trees to be removed and 

determine, in sufficient time prior to initiating work on each Removal List, whether “No 

Parking” signs are necessary to allow access to trees.  “No Parking” signs must be posted 

the day prior to removal.   

 

During parkway tree removal operations, the contractor shall have the responsibility to 

block the street, if necessary, at each intersection using proper signage and barricades 

to prevent any motorized vehicle from entering, as well as prior to the immediate work 

zone area.  In addition, the contractor is also responsible for ensuring sidewalks in the 

work zone are properly barricaded and closed to pedestrian traffic.  Until such time as 

the stump is removed, a barricade, or other suitable warning device(s) must be placed 

over the stump to warn pedestrians of a potential trip hazard.  The contractor shall 

removal all signs and barricades upon completion of work. 

              

              REMOVAL OF DEBRIS 

 

The contractor is responsible for collection and disposal of all wood, brush and other 

debris generated as part of the tree removal project.  Work sites shall be thoroughly 

raked and all debris removed immediately at the completion of tree removal operations.  

The site shall be returned to the same state it existed in prior to the commencement of 

work.   

 

NO DEBRIS MAY BE ALLOWED TO REMAIN ON THE PARKWAY MORE THAN 24 HOURS OR 

OVER A WEEKEND WITHOUT THE PRIOR WRITTEN CONSENT OF THE STREETS 

SUPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC WORKS. 

 

Site cleanup shall include removal of sawdust, small twigs, chips, leaves, trunks and 

limbs from the street, curb, parkway, sidewalk, private lawns and driveways with the 

appropriate tools for the job.  The site shall be returned to the same state it existed in 

prior to commencement of any work.  The contractor will be responsible for any costs 

associated with repairs that may be needed after completion of contractual parkway 

tree removal.   

 

The contractor is responsible for the disposal of all debris from a site.  Limbs and trunks 

may be temporarily placed in the parkway areas in such a manner as to eliminate any 

obstruction, including site line obstructions to motor vehicles and pedestrians.  Brush 

and limbs cannot be stored overhanging any street pavement, driveway or sidewalk.

TREE REMOVAL 

 

Trees designated for removal shall be marked by the Village with a numbered tag at 

each location.  Before removal, the contractor must verify that the tree is both tagged 

and the number corresponds to the address on the Removal List issued by the Village. 

 

The contractor shall remove all parkway trees designated for removal by the Village.  

Removal shall consist of cutting down each tree in a safe manner to a point no greater 

than four inches above the adjacent ground level.  The contractor will comply will all 

applicable OSHA and other applicable federal and state regulations when removing 

trees. 

 

The contractor shall not use the practice of “flopping” trees.  All trees shall be “limbed 

out” prior to the final cutting of the trunk.  Sidewalks, curbs, streets and manhole 

structures shall always be protected from the impact of falling wood by use of tree or 

limb ground supports.  Ropes or other mechanical devices shall be used to lower all 

limbs of sufficient size that may cause damage to other trees or surrounding public or 

private property.  All ruts, divots and depressions caused by the removal of the tree 

shall be filled to adjacent grade level before leaving the work site.  

 

 

TREE STUMP REMOVAL 

 

The contractor shall remove all the stumps of all tree removals unless otherwise 

specified by the Village, and is responsible for contacting JULIE for underground utility 

locations prior to completing stump removal. 

 

All stumps and buttress roots shall be ground to a depth at least eight (8) inches below a 

line between the back of the curb and the top of the sidewalk or an existing grade as 

determined by the Village, and generally, will be considered to be the grade that is 

consistent with the plane of the parkway including the removal of any mounds caused 

by, or adjacent to the tree.  Buttress roots shall consist of all roots, having a minimum 

diameter of two (2) inches, extending up to the ground surface or above located within 

a five (5) foot radius from the center of the removed tree.  All stumps shall be removed 

within five (5) business days after the designated tree is removed.  Until such time as 

the stump is removed, a barricade, or other suitable warning device(s) must be placed 

over the stump to warn pedestrians of a potential trip hazard. 

 

Within forty-eight (48) hours after grinding the stump and buttress roots, the contractor 

shall remove all stump grindings and associated debris from the site.  Enough grindings 

should be left so that the area of the stump remains level with the surrounding ground 

and does not create a tripping hazard.  Disposal of grinding debris generated by work 



described in this contract shall be the responsibility of the contractor.  Stumps, grindings 

and debris shall be placed away from the curb and gutter, street, sidewalk and private 

property to eliminate hazards to the motoring public and pedestrians.

WASTE REMOVAL: 
Remove all waste materials generated in contract areas into designated 
dumpsters located outside.   
All recycleable materials are deposited in blue recycling containers throughout 
buildings by Village employees.  These containers are to be consolidated and 
then deposited in the designated Recycling Dumpster outside at each building.  
These will be emptied Friday morning by a Recycling Waste Removal Company.   
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MISCELLANEOUS SERVICES: 
1. Observe and report any irregularities such as unlocked doors, broken 

windows, office machines running, lights left on, defective plumbing, etc. to 
the Purchasing Agent. 

2. Turn off all lights except security lights when leaving.  Exception is 24-hour 
operation such as Police Department. 

3. Keep doors locked as required to maintain proper security at all times. 
4. Admit no one to building at any time. (Absolutely no visitors.) 
 

ADDITIONAL SERVICE AND/OR EMERGENCY CONDITIONS: 
The bidder shall be capable of temporarily providing additional service and/or 
increased frequency of service if necessary due to emergency conditions or 
special use of building, such as special public meetings on a weekend as well as 
monthly board meetings that are scheduled on the fourth (4

th
) Tuesday of the 

month.  Except for emergency conditions, the Village shall provide a 24-hour 
notice that increased service will be required.  No additional charges shall be 
made for temporary additional services, including the monthly board meetings on 
the fourth (4

th
) Tuesday of the month, which can be completed within the normal 

working hours and days of the contract, unless additional help is required.  
Additional services outside of normal working hours and days of service, or 
requiring additional help during normal working hours, shall be paid at the hourly 
rate indicated in the proposal. 
 

SPECIAL ATTENTION TO: 

• Supply area and stairwells in Administration Building, Human Services 
Building and Public Services shall be cleaned per specifications. 

 

Police  

• The Evidence Room is to be cleaned only when the Quartermaster 
requests cleaning. 

• Stairwell and lower level in Police Station shall be kept clean, swept 
and mopped per specifications. 

• Wastebaskets in shooting range in Police Department are to be 
emptied no less than once per week. 

• Workout areas are to be cleaned/vacuumed three times weekly. 

• When they have been occupied, all cell areas in Police Department 
are to be cleaned daily per specifications. 

Fire Dept. 

• The Fire Department entrance area, reception area, hallways and 
bathrooms are equipped with non-skid ceramic tile floors.  They cannot 
be mopped with string mops that catch on the surface and leave debri 
lying about. 

• Clean coffee station and wipe down front of refrigerator. 
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GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR CLEANING 

 

 

ROOM AND/OR OFFICE CLEANING: 
Room and/or office cleaning consists of emptying waste and recycling 
receptacles, sweeping and/or dust mopping, wet mopping and rinsing office 
floors, vacuuming rugs and carpeting; dusting all parts of rooms and corridor 
spaces; washing and damp wiping furniture, walls, doors and other specified 
surfaces as instructed.  Persons assigned to this job should turn out lights and 
close office doors after completing cleaning operations if offices are unoccupied.   
 

Under no circumstances are any desks, filing cabinets or drawers of any 

kind to be opened. 
 

CAUTION:  

• Do not disturb papers or other materials on desks, tables or file 
cabinets.   

• Dust only the areas that can be dusted without disturbing materials.   

• Do not dust potted plants, artificial flowers or similar objects. 

• Do not touch the face of an oil painting with the wiping cloth.   

• If picture is covered with glass, the glass shall be cleaned with a 
clean wiping cloth dampened with glass cleaner. 

 

CLEANING RESTROOMS: 
This operation includes all the cleaning work inside restrooms which the 
individual can perform while standing on the floors, i.e., clean plumbing, under 
sinks, toilets and urinals.  The room cleaning is performed daily and includes 
emptying waste receptacles, cleaning mirrors, shelves, walls, tile, stall surfaces 
and floors, cleaning wash basins, water commodes and urinals, and wet 
mopping floors.  It also includes a servicing operation involving checking and 
replenishing paper towel dispenser, toilet tissue holders and soap dispensers.  
This also includes the shower rooms adjacent to the Police Department workout 

room.  Cleaning crew must advise Purchasing Agent BEFORE supply of tissue, 
towels, etc. is depleted. 
 

SUPPLIES FOR CLEANING RESTROOMS: 
1. Acid cleaner used to clean commodes and urinals (not to be used on 

metal of any kind). 
2. Disinfectant which is also germicidal cleaner for killing germs. 
3. Glass cleaner specifically for cleaning glass. 
4. A good detergent and germicide for cleaning floors. 
5. Anything used in rest rooms should not be used elsewere in buildings. 
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VILLAGE WILL SUPPLY: 
1. Hand soap liquid 
2. Toilet tissue rolls 
3. Paper towels - use proper ones for each dispenser. 
4. Disposable bags for sanitary receptacles in ladies rest rooms. 

 

STAIRWAY CLEANING: 
Stairway cleaning includes sweeping stair landings and steps; removal of gum or 
other similar substances; dusting stair railings, fire apparatus, doors, ledges and 
grills; cleaning hand rails, glass, metal or wood surfaces.  Person assigned to 
this job should notice loose railings and similar defects and report them to the 
supervisor immediately. 
 

WINDOW CLEANING: 
Before washing the glass on the inside of the windows, the sash and sills should 
be brushed or wiped with a damp cloth.  Inside of the windows should be washed 
with a sponge with clear water or glass cleaner in a spray bottle or can and dried 
with a wiping cloth. 
 

CARPET SHAMPOOING: 
Because dirt contains natural oils and moisture which makes it difficult to 
remove, it is necessary to periodically give the carpet a more thorough cleaning.  
This is the reason for shampooing.  Use steam-vacuum-shampooer, which 
sprays the solution into the carpeting and then vacuums it back up.  This 
requires some skill and judgement and every step should be followed carefully.  
With steam-vacuum -shampooers you can get into corners and along walls and 
fixtures that cannot be moved. 
 

EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES: 
1. Dry vacuum cleaner is used for vacuuming carpet before shampooing. 
2. Squares of aluminum are used to put under legs of furniture when they 

are returned to office or room after shampooing.  Not needed in hallways. 
3. Signs should be put up to warn people to keep off freshly shampooed 

carpet until it is dried. 
 

PROCEDURE FOR SHAMPOOING: 
1. Remove all moveable furniture from area. 
2. Vacuum carpet thoroughly with dry vacuum to remove loose dirt, paper 

and other substances. 
3. With putty knife, remove gum and like substances. 
4. Mix solution in machine.  Machine should be on plastic drop cloth during 

this operation. 
5. Select a starting point, usually a corner and work out from there to cover 

the entire room and finish at the door. 
6. The carpet should be left to dry with minimum disturbance.  The drying 

time varies with the moisture in the air, but should dry in about four hours. 
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7. Avoid walking or replacing furniture on wet carpeting.  If it is necessary, 
protect walkways with plastic sheets. 

8. Place furniture on pieces or squares of aluminum foil to prevent metal on 
furniture legs rusting and staining carpeting. 

 

CAUTION:  
Use proper solution.  The aim is to sanitize problem areas and that depends on 
the kind of cleaning agents used, the frequency of the general cleaning daily and 
how well the cleaning job is done.  If the best cleaning agents are used and work 
is done properly, there will be no problem keeping them clean and odor free. 
 

RESILIENT FLOOR CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE: 
The job of resilient floor (tile) maintenance consists of scheduled periodic work 
on tile floor surfaces such as sweeping, dust mopping, moving of furniture in the 
area to be finished and buffed, stripping to remove gum, dirt and old finish, 
applying coat of hard finish wax or polish and buffing.  Spot refinishing of heavy 
traffic areas, damp mopping and separate buffing work as required. 
 

EQUIPMENT FOR STRIPPING AND MAINTENANCE OF TILE FLOORS 
(Except Lobby Floors or Computer Floor) 

1. Wet and dry vacuum 
2. Buffer 
3. Buffer pads, black or brown 
4. Buffer stripping brush instead of pads 
5. Mops and mop buckets 
6. Dust mop or broom 
7. Dust pan 
8. Warning signs 

 

TILE FLOOR STRIPPING PROCEDURES: 
(Not Computer Floor) 

1. Clear the floor area that is to be stripped, remove all moveable items. 
2. Removal of all trash and dirt by sweeping.  Be sure to sweep next to 

baseboards and remove dirt around door jambs.  Use putty knife to 
remove gum and other such substances. 

3. Mix the stripper following the manufactur’s directions exactly. 

4. WARNING: Do not use a stronger mix, as a stronger solution will 
damage floors. 

5. Using a mop, apply solution to approximately 100 sq.feet. 
6. Allow it to remain on the tile floor five minutes before using buffer and 

pads and/or stripping brush.  If using a pad, use a black or brown one.  
The above will be used for removing old finish. 

7. Allow machine to move over and over an area until old finish has been 
loosened and is suspended by the stripping solution. 

8. Do not allow solution to dry on floor or the procedure of application and 
machine operation will need to be repeated. 
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9. After the old finish is suspended by the stripping solution, use the wet 
vacuum to pick it all up.  When the room or area is completely stripped, 
inspect the floor.  If any discolored spots exist remove them manually. 

10. After all the solution has been picked up by wet vacuum, use a clean mop 
and rinse area thoroughly.  All stripping solution must be removed or the 
new finish will not adhere and powdering will result. 

11. Remove dirty solution from baseboards and allow floor to dry thoroughly 
before applying polish or wax. 

12. Apply finish with new mop that has been allowed to soak in clean warm 
water and rinsed to remove excess oils and lint.  Remove as much water 
from the mop as practical. 

13. Apply floor finish in thin coats, with first coat stopping within six inches of 
the wall.  Allow drying time between each coat.  The time required to dry 
will depend on the humidity. 

14. Apply second coat over the entire area being very careful not to get the 
finish on baseboards and walls. 

15. After finish had dried for 24-hours, buffing operation can begin. 
16. Remember all items must be put back into the room in their original 

positions. 
17. Erect warning signs in the areas that are being cleaned and/or treated 

with new finish to caution occupants about the wet, slippery and tripping 
hazards. 

18. A heavy traffic area of an office may have to have a third coat of finish. 
19. After the new finish is completely buffed for the first time, the finished area 

should have an acceptable, uniform lustre and be free of extreme 
highlights from the machine buffing.  Additional buffing from time to time 
will prolong the lift of the finish.
